An Industrial and Provident Society explained

Last week our chairman John Walsh was speaking to a lady in the village who
asked him to clarify exactly what an Industrial& Provident Society is.

So we think it may be an idea just to explain to all our readers why we chose to
form such a body.

An IPS is a legal entity for a trading business or voluntary organisation. Almost
every co-operative, club and social enterprise choose this model of incorpora-
tion. As such this is why we formed The Holywell Community Pub Ltd.

FINANCIAL CONDUCT AUTHORITY

We are a non-profit making body - as any trading surplus we make is reinvested
back into the community controlled society.

To become a member of the society a person must first buy a ‘share’. Once

you are a share-holder then you are eligible to both stand for office and vote in

company matters. \ * ’
What makes an IPS unique is that no matter how much capital a person invests k '

in shares - they only ever have one vote. We are legally allowed to pay interest \\ * ’I
on a share-holding but this must be a committee decision and only allowed if ‘ ’
sufficient funds are in place. In our case no interest will be paid for at least three \ * ’ ,

years to give the business a chance to establish itself. \ \ ’ ’
We will hold an Annual General Meeting and every member will be invited to o e

attend. The incumbent committee members will all resign and a new committee .

be elected.

Our financial reports will be available and we must make an annual return to lNVESTI NG IN
the Financial Conduct Authority. OMM U N IT' E

To buy a share in the society you will have to pay the minimum investment of
£250. This is about average for similar pub societies but of course you are enti-
tled to ’club-together’ with friends if you so wish, and of course can invest any
amount up the maximum permitted £20,000.

The Holywell will be owned by the Share-Holders - and thus protected forever,
for the benefit of the local people. If you would like more details about this
scheme please contact us using the methods printed on the back page.
